Chairman Swofford calls the meeting of the Plumas-Sierra County Fair Board of Directors to

order at 1:05 p.m. in the Mineral Building at the Plumas-Sierra County Fair Grounds. Directors

AGENDA APPROVAL

Director Bresciani, seconded by Vice Chairman Olson to approve the agenda for January 23,
2008, makes motion. Motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES .
Motion is made by Director Johnson to approve the minutes of the October 24, 2007 meeting

with the following addition, seconded by Director Neer and passed by unanimous voice vote.

The public introduces themselves. Josh Sebold, Kenny and Caron Chance, Curt Neiman and

Judi Madden are introduced by Chairman Swofford.
Lawrence Goss is introduced as Vinton area representative as Jane Roberti’s replacement.

Caron Chance requests a key to the back gate for access as she lives on that side of the gate. She
explains that she has been denied a key as the fair is attempting to make the fair more secure.
Caron also asks about the status of the soft lawn and wants access to the side door. Maintenance
Supervisor Morrison explains that the area has been blocked off due to the soft lawn and the
possibility of damage to the pipes. He presents an alternative route that Caron has used in the
past that is still available. Manager Cox explains the security plan for the fair and why no back
gate keys have been supplied to Caron Chance. An alternative plan is agreed upon to maintain
security and allow Caron to access the back gate.

Judi Madden from American Valley Speedway hands out the 2008 racing schedule that will be
published on their website as well as the contact information for the American Valley Speedway.
Judi requests to be a regular item on the agenda without having to submit an agenda request item
each month. Judi states that the Timber Cup has always been on the last weekend of September
and that the date was taken from them and given to the college rodeo.
